Scheduling:  Lessons are scheduled Monday through Friday between the hours of 11am and 6pm.  Cancelations need to be made 24 hours in advance.  Lessons not canceled 24 hours in advance will incur the $75 hourly fee.
Accompanist: You do not need an accompanist, but if you would like to bring one, you may at your own expense.
Recording:  You may record your lessons using a device of your choosing.  If you would like to use the Mac computer in my studio, you may if you provide your own CD’s.  
Expectations:  I teach college students for the most part intent on performing careers.  I am happy to prepare a high school student for college auditions; however, I expect a high level of commitment to practicing and performing while the student prepares.  If you don’t know how to practice, please ask so we can devise a schedule that works for you and your daily habits.
Competitions:  I am a member of NATS, the National Association of Teachers of Singing, and participate in their division and regional competition every year.  I expect all of my students to participate and travel for these events.  Students are responsible for entrance fees and accompanist fees for these events.  Other competitions and events the students wishes to participate in need to be brought to my attention so that proper preparation may be made.  
Recommendations:  I am happy to provide recommendations for students applying to competitions and higher education.  However, please allow enough time to complete requested recommendations.  Last minute requests may not be able to be granted.
Philosophy:  Singing is an art form and success is 100% dependent  on the ability of the student to study, practice, listen, attend performances, and compete and perform themselves.  Too many other variables exist to allow for any slack on the part of the student.  With enough determination and talent, singing as a career is possible.
