Dear Students and Parents,
I am so thrilled to be teaching you/your child violin and look forward to a productive year.  In order for your child to get the most out of his/her lessons and to make things run more smoothly, I have written this policy letter.  Please take the time to read through, and if you have any questions, feel free to call me.
Payment
My rate is $15 per half hour, $30 per hour. 
Tuition for the full month is due at the first lesson of every month. 
Properly cancelled lessons that are not made up will be credited for the following month. 
I will pay for the piano accompanist for the studio recital and dress rehearsal.  However, you are responsible for scheduling and paying pianist for any other rehearsals and/or lessons.
Cancelling/missing lessons:
Please be considerate of the fact that I am holding this time open each week for your lesson. 
I require 24 hours notice for a cancellation unless sick or an emergency.  If sick, I need at least one-hour notice. 
If I have to cancel a lesson, you will not get charged.
If you must be late to a lesson, please try to let me know. Generally, I am not able to extend lessons because of lateness. 
If you miss a lesson without proper notice, you will be charged the full amount for that lesson, and will not get a make up lesson.
With proper notice, I will do my best to reschedule lessons.
Practicing
The master teacher Shinichi Suzuki said, “you only need to practice on days that you eat.” That pretty much sums up the importance of practice every day!
At each lesson, I will make very clear what should be practiced for the coming week. (For younger students, I will write down everything in a notebook and in their music.) Most students do better when a parent is involved with their music. If you are the parent of a younger child, I encourage your attendance at lessons so that you can see and understand what your child is learning. If you are not able to stay, please touch base with me at pick up time or later by phone. I hope that you also will be present and supportive during your child’s daily practice times. 
I expect older students to demonstrate more self-discipline and extend regular practice time accordingly.
“House Rules”
If I don’t answer the door, I may not have heard you due to a lesson going on. Feel free to come inside and wait on the couch for your lesson. 
Please take shoes off after you have come inside.  
Please don’t let the cat outside and be careful when opening the door.
