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Practice Policy:  Student will be expected to complete their practice assignment given to them each week.  Parents of children, especially those with children under the age of 8, are expected to play an active role in their child’s development.  This means observing and learning in each lesson and following through with their child’s practicing throughout the week.  
Make-up Lessons:  Two missed lessons per semester can be made-up within thirty days from missed date.  If a scheduled make-up lesson is missed or is not made up within thirty days, a second one cannot be scheduled.  

Student will be expected to bring their instrument, music, and journal to each lesson from week to week.

Promptness to each lesson is expected, in order to use our time together most efficiently.  

While parent and/or sibling are attending a student’s lesson, they must remain quiet in the studio.  

Please notify me of any learning disabilities or health problems that I should be aware of and whom to notify in case of an emergency.  (If applicable, share with me a copy of their Individualized Education Plan from school.)
