Vijay's horizons were broadened as he sat first chair at the University of Illinois in Champaign and also after he transferred to Columbia College Chicago, finishing up with a degree in Audio Arts and Acoustics with a focus on Sound Recording, Room Acoustics, and Sound Design for Post Production.
