In order to achieve the most positive and productive lesson experience, I ask that both parent and student review and discuss the following information.

1.   All lessons offered at the Trinity Lutheran Church will be for

45 or 60 minutes in length.  The fee for 45 minute lesson is $35.00 and $48.00 for a 60 minute lesson.      Note: High school students interest in preparing for competitions such as the IMEA district auditions, Chicago Flute Club Competition, Festival of Flutes, Society of American Musicians competition, MYA or CYSO auditions, college music auditions or music camp auditions are strongly encourage to sign up for a weekly 60 minute lesson and should dedicate a minimum of 90 minutes of practice daily in order to meet the competitive standards required in those competitions and auditions.  (Niles North students –see separate info for N.N. on site lessons)

2. Students will be required to have a folder or bag designated specifically for their lesson music. This bag should contain their flute and cleaning cloth, music/CD’s, & assignment notebook. At home items should include a music stand, pencil, metronome and a tuner, as recommended by the teacher.  

3. Parents are asked to hear all lesson material at least once per week and help the student set up their weekly practice schedule following each lesson.

4. Owned Instruments should be serviced once a year to provide a flute in excellent working condition to help make daily practice and lessons as productive as possible.  

(call or email me for maintenance-service recommendations)

5. Parents, please inform me with as much advanced notice as possible if there is a lesson conflict. A phone call or text to 847-610-2219 by 8:00 p.m. on the evening before a scheduled lesson is required to cancel or change a lesson time with out charge.  The full tuition will be charged for late cancellations.

Exception: In the case of a late cancellation due to the onset 
of a sudden illness on the day of a scheduled lesson the full 
tuition charge will be waived and only a $10.00 late 
cancellation charge will be billed.

6. Student responsibilities:

Practice, Practice and more Practice with out being told by your parent(s) or teacher.

Arrive at each lesson with all items listed at point #2. 

Treat your instrument with respect: 

a.) Wash hands and rinse out your mouth before playing. 

b.) Clean your flute after each practice as instructed. 

c.) Begin each lesson with a positive attitude, focused energy and an open mind, eager to learn and work to improve your flute playing.
